C) Pre-construction meeting was held on May 17th, well driller is planning to mobilize in 1-2 months
D) Well repair has been completed. Director Schoop made a motion to approve pay application #2 in the amount of $7,418.84 and release retainage.  Director Mitschke seconded and motion passed with all in favor.
E) Bali Star Homes development plans were approved by the County on April 6th. Substantial completion walkthrough for the water line extension was held on May 20th.  Falvey Lake development (The Reserve at Sleepy Hollow) construction is underway. First utility service is expected in July.
F) Service feasibility request by Bali Star Homes for an additional 22 acres south of current development for proposed multifamily development (duplex/townhomes). Director Schoop made a motion to approve L Squared to do a feasibility study. Director Mitschke seconded Director Ramsour voted against motion. Motion carried with 4 votes.
